Student ARRIVAL Procedures
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Student arrival time and first bell is 8:30am. Children may be dropped off no earlier than 8:00am, as
there is no adult supervision until that time.

Classrooms open at 8:30am. The tardy bell rings promptly at 8:45am. This is when students must be in
their classroom to be considered “on time” to school.

If arriving by CAR:

* Carriders must be dropped off on the Mills Ave. side of campus (front of school on the office
side). Please stay in the car loop line and have your child exit the car, on the passenger side
only, at the yellow curb where patrols are stationed to assist.

* Carriders may not be dropped off at the Michigan parking lot (bus loop). This is reserved for
buses and daycare vans.

* Carriders should not cross parking lots, or traffic lanes, at any time without an adult.

* Boone High School’s parking lot is not an option for Blankner student drop off.

If arriving as a WALKER (walking, biking, rolling):

* Thisis encouraged! Walking and/or rolling to school, when possible, is a very healthy option; it
promotes community spirit; and it decreases car traffic on our roads.

*  Walkers may enter campus from Mills or Michigan Ave. Walkers must stay on designated
sidewalks and use all crosswalks for crossing streets.

* Bike racks are available on the north side of campus and by the bus loop on the south side of
campus.

* Whichever side of campus is entered, the student should join and wait with their grade level in
the assigned location, if arrival is prior to 8:30 when doors open.

If arriving by BUS:
* Buses arrive on the Michigan Ave. side of campus. School staff are present to direct students to
wait in grade level locations or to travel to the cafeteria for breakfast.

If attending morning Dramatic Education Program:

* Morning Dramatic Education students may arrive as early as 6:45am. Parents should park on
the Mills side of campus and sign children in with Dramatic Education staff on the café patio.
Dramatic Education will escort elementary students to classrooms, and will release middle
school students to class, at 8:30am.

BREAKFAST is served from 8:00 — 8:30am.

*Please remember: All adults must sign in at the front desk and wear a visitor sticker before entering
any school buildings.
